STATEMENT OF REASONS 

 
1. INTRODUCTION 

 
The Welsh Ministers, as the relevant highway authority, are responsible for all trunk roads in 
Wales. The A487 trunk road is an important part of the Welsh Government’s (WG) strategic road 
network and it serves as the major north/south route along the west Wales coast linking 

Fishguard, Cardigan, Aberystwyth, Machynlleth, Dolgellau, Porthmadog, Caernarfon and Bangor.  
  
The proposed scheme will provide a new 9.70km highway commencing at the most north 

westerly point of the existing A487 trunk road roundabout known as Goat Roundabout 
(A499/A487 junction) and terminating at the Plas Menai Roundabout. It forms a western bypass 
to Llanwnda, Dinas and Bontnewydd before crossing the existing A487 to pass south of 

Caernarfon Quarry.  It then crosses the Afon Seiont, passes south of the Cibyn Industrial Estate 
to a junction with the A4086. After crossing the B4366 the route drops steeply to the Plas Menai 
Roundabout.  A Wide Single 2+1 standard has been adopted consisting of two lanes of travel in 

one direction and a single lane in the opposite direction providing overtaking opportunities in the 
two lane direction while overtaking in the single lane direction is prohibited. There are 29 
structures within the scheme comprising 7 bridges (including a crossing over the Welsh Highland 

Railway, a 260m bridge over the Afon Gwyrfai and a 148m bridge over the Afon Seiont), 8 
culverts and 14 large diameter pipes.   
 

The draft Orders already published comprise: 
 

a. The draft Line and De-Trunking Order, , to provide for the construction of a new 

length of Trunk Road and the de-trunking of existing lengths of Trunk Road and slip 

roads. 

b. The draft Side Roads Order, now published, to stop up lengths of superseded trunk 

road and to stop up, improve, create or alter other roads, footpaths, cycle routes, 

bridleway and private accesses. 

c. The draft Compulsory Purchase Order (CPO), to provide for the acquisition of the 

land and rights required for the construction and maintenance of the scheme.  

 

An Environmental Statement (ES) has been prepared and published in association with the 
above Orders and is available for inspection. This project is subject to an Environmental Impact 

Assessment (EIA) in accordance with Section 105A of the Highways Act 1980 and EC Directive 
2011/92/EU. 
 

In accordance with Regulation 61 of the Conservation of Habitats and Species Regulations 2010, 
a Statement to Inform an Appropriate Assessment (SIAA) has been prepared and published on 
the possible impacts associated with the Scheme on the Afon Gwyrfai and Llŷn Cwellyn SAC 

(Special Area of Conservation), Menai Strait and Conwy Bay SAC, Glynllifon SAC, Meirionnydd 
Oakwoods and Bat Sites SAC and Gwydir Forest Mines SAC. This is available in Appendix E2 in 
Volume 3 of the ES. 

 
The ES describes the proposals, identifies the main environmental effects on both the manmade 
and natural environment and describes the proposed measures to avoid, remedy or reduce 

impacts and provide environmental enhancement where relevant.  
 
The ES is reported in four parts: 

 

 The Non-Technical Summary 

 Volume 1 – Technical Assessment Report 

 Volume 2 – Figures 
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 Volume 3 – Technical Appendices 

Volume 1 is the main technical assessment report, which details the methodologies and results 
of the EIA. It sets out ways in which identified impacts can be effectively mitigated. Volume 2 is a 

set of supporting figures which should be read alongside Volume 1. Volume 3 is a set of 
technical appendices which should also be read alongside Volume 1.

3. BACKGROUND TO THE PROJECT

5. CONSULTATIONS 

 
A summary of consultations leading up to the publication of the draft Orders was outlined in the 

Statement of Reasons for the draft CPO on the 14
th

 September 2016. The public has been 
engaged on the proposals during a series of Statutory Orders Exhibitions held during September 
2016. Since the publication of the draft Orders there has been further engagement with 

stakeholders and interested parties.  
 
The Local Planning Authorities and land owners have been consulted with during the Statutory 

Orders Exhibitions held in September 2016, and since then during development of the proposals 
that relate to the draft Supplementary CPO through meetings and correspondence.  
 

There will be a Public Local Inquiry into the proposed Scheme, which will commence on 13 June  
2017 at 10:00am. The draft Supplementary CPO will be presented to the inspector and 
considered as part of the inquiry.  

 
 

6. SCHEME OBJECTIVES 

The Objectives of the proposed Scheme are given in the Statement of Reason for the draft CPO 
published on the 14th September 2016. 
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7. THE PROPOSED SCHEME 

 

A description of the Proposed Scheme was outlined in the Statement of Reasons for the draft 

CPO published on the 16th September 2016. 
 
A description of proposals contained within the draft Supplementary CPO is given in section 8 of 

this Statement of Reasons. 
 
 

8. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSALS CONTAINED IN THE DRAFT SUPPLEMENTARY 

COMPULSORY PURCHASE ORDER 

 

Following the publication of the draft CPO in September 2016, and further to the comments 

raised by NRW, it was noted that the proposed mammal pass at approximately chainage 8800m 
was incorrectly positioned such that the entrance was in a position which would have allowed 
ingress of water.  The mammal underpass (which was proposed in the previous draft Orders) is 

required to allow the passage of mammals (including Otters) beneath the Fynnon Fair Side Road 
and the new A487 bypass.  Passes of this nature are required to reduce incidents of mammal 
mortality on new highways. This is covered by the ES and SIAA and is covered in Section 9 of 

this Statement.  The mammal pass must be dry in order for it to be accessible to mammals. In 
order to prevent the ingress of water, this additional land is required to construct the entrance to 
the pass in a new position and to construct an earthwork to prevent the water entering the 

mammal pass. The land will also allow the installation of associated fencing to ensure the 
effectiveness of the mammal pass.  
 

 
9. IMPACT ON THE ES AND SIAA 

 

The draft Supplementary CPO will not alter the conclusions of the ES or the SIAA as the 

increase in land take is negligible and does not directly affect any Natura 2000 designated sites.  

The additional land take in relation to the bund at Crug Farm is required to ensure the success of 

mitigation measures in relation to otters and as such supports the conclusion of both the ES and 

SIAA. 

 

10.  THE CASE FOR COMPULSORY PURCHASE 

The draft Supplementary CPO is published under the Highways Act 1980 and the Acquisition of 
Land Act 1981. 

 
The draft Supplementary CPO if made, will also enable the position of some access points to be 
altered. The draft Orders taken together will, if made, enable the construction of appropriate 

environmental mitigation measures and alternative means of access to land affected by the 
Scheme.  

 

The amount of land identified in the draft CPO is considered to be the minimum necessary to 
construct and subsequently operate and maintain the proposed scheme together with the 
provisions and maintenance of the environmental mitigation measures.  

 
In drawing up the proposals for the draft Supplementary CPO regard has been given to the 
interference with the rights of all those with interests in the draft Supplementary CPO and who 

would otherwise be affected by the proposed scheme.  
 
Further consideration has been given to the proposed Scheme, which was outlined in the 

Statement of Reasons for the Compulsory Purchase Order as published on the 14
th

 September 
2016 as a result of comments made in response to the draft Orders or new information being 
made available.  
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11.  DRAFT ORDERS 

 

The Welsh Ministers do not require planning permission to carry out the proposed Scheme. The 

powers to construct the new sections of trunk roads and to de-trunk parts of the trunk roads, 
would be obtained through the draft  ‘The Fishguard to Bangor Trunk Road (A487) (Caernarfon 
and Bontnewydd Bypass and De-Trunking) Order 201-‘, published on 24 August 2016. 

 
 
The Welsh Ministers are empowered as the highway authority for trunk roads in Wales, to 

undertake improvements to the existing trunk road under section 62 of the Highways Act 1980. 
The power to stop up, alter, improve highways, , footpaths and private means of access and to 
construct new highways , public footpaths and private means of access would be obtained 

through the draft ‘The Fishguard to Bangor Trunk Road (A487) (Caernarfon and Bontnewydd 
Bypass) (Side Roads) Order 201-‘, published on 24 August 2016.

organisations outside the Welsh Government. As part of the process of consulting with others we 
may pass information to them, including information you have given to us and your personal 

data. We will however, only disclose your personal details where it is necessary to do so to 
enable us to deal with issues you brought to our attention. Where a Trunk Road Scheme 
becomes the subject of a Public Inquiry (PI), all correspondence is copied to the Inspector of the 

PI and is kept in the PI Library and is publicly available. Letters should be despatched to arrive 
no later than the 05 July 2017. 
 

11. DECISION PROCESS 
 
The decision as to whether or not to proceed to make the draft CPO incorporating the 

supplementary CPO will be taken by the Welsh Ministers after taking account of any responses 
to it, and the related Line Order and Side Roads Order and Environmental Statement and the 
findings of the independent Inspector, at the Public Inquiry that will commence on 13 June 2017.  
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Should the draft CPO incorporating the supplementary CPO be made and the scheme proceed 
to construction, the Welsh Ministers will, through their valuation agent, enter into negotiation with 

all affected landowners regarding compensation for the land needed and where appropriate the 
carrying out of accommodation works on their retained land to ameliorate the effect of the 
scheme.
