ORDER 202-

The Welsh Ministers propose to make an Order in
exercise of their powers under sections 84(1)(a) and
(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The effect of the Order will be to introduce a 40 mph
speed limit on the length of the A470 Trunk Road at
Glan Conwy that extends from a point 138 metres
north of the centre point of its junction with Conwy
Court to a point 101 metres south of the centre-point
of its junction with Black Cat Roundabout, Conwy.

During a period of 21 days from 19 November 2021,
a copy of the proposed Order, plan and Statement of
Reasons for making the Order may be inspected
during normal office and opening hours at:
