Dim ond yn ystod gwaith confoi y bydd y 

terfyn cyflymder o 10 mya yn weithredol a ni 

chaniateir goddiweddyd ar yr adegau hynny.

 THE A40 TRUNK ROAD (GLANGRWYNEY TO 

PONT WEN, HALFWAY, POWYS) 

(TEMPORARY SPEED RESTRICTIONS & NO 

OVERTAKING) ORDER 2022 

 

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, 

which is necessary to undertake works on or near the 

A40 trunk road between Glangrwyney and Halfway, 

Powys. 

 

The effect of the Order is to impose a temporary 40 

mph, 30 mph or 10 mph speed limit on the length of 

the A40 trunk road that extends from the 

Powys/Monmouthshire county boundary at Lodge 

Culvert, Glangrwyney to the Powys/Carmarthenshire 

county boundary at Pont Wen, Halfway, Powys. The 

10 mph speed limit will only apply during convoy 

working and no overtaking will be permitted at these 

times.  

 

The Order comes into force on 28 February 2022. The 

temporary restrictions and prohibition, whose extent 

will vary, are expected to operate on an intermittent 

basis from 08:00 hours on 28 February 2022 for a 

maximum duration of 18 months. Advance notice of 

any works during this period will be displayed before 

they start.
