THE A40 TRUNK ROAD (BRECON ROAD AND
MONMOUTH ROAD, ABERGAVENNY,
MONMOUTHSHIRE) (20 MPH SPEED LIMIT)
ORDER 2022

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order in exercise
of their powers under section 84(1)(a) and (2) of the
Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, which comes into
force on 6 April 2021.

The effect of the Order will be to introduce a 20 mph
speed limit on the length of the A40 trunk road known
as Brecon Road and Monmouth Road at
Abergavenny, Monmouthshire that extends from a
point 115 metres west of the centre-point of its
junction with Union Road West to a point 40 metres
south of the centre-point of its junction with Station
Road.
