THE A483 TRUNK ROAD (LLANDOVERY
ROAD, LLANWRTYD WELLS, POWYYS)
(PROHIBITION OF WAITING) ORDER 202-

The Welsh Ministers propose to make an Order in
exercise of their powers under sections 1(1), 2(1), 2(2)
and 4(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The effect of the Order will be to prohibit waiting in
the lay-by on the south-eastern side of the A483 trunk
road known as Llandovery Road that extends from a
point 151 metres north-east of the centre-point of its
junction with the unadopted side road also known as
Llandovery Road for a distance of 57 metres at
Llanwrtyd Wells, Powys. Waiting will be prohibited
between 20:00 hours and 06:00 hours on any day.
There will be exemptions, including one for disabled
person’s badge holders.

During a period of 21 days from 21 July 2022, a copy
of the proposed Order, plan and the Statement of
Reasons for making the Order may be inspected, free
of charge, at Llanwrtyd Wells Post Office, Beulah
Road, Llanwrtyd Wells, LD5 4RF. The documents
can also be viewed on the Welsh Government’s
website at https://gov.wales/road-orders or may be
obtained free of charge by writing to the Orders
Branch at the address below, quoting reference
number gA1536193.

If you do not wish for personal data to
be forwarded to third parties, you should state this
when submitting your correspondence. The Welsh
Ministers will copy the representations to the
appropriate third parties with the name and address
removed and if there is to be a public inquiry, the
representations will be seen by the Inspector who may
give them less weight as a result.
