 THE A465 TRUNK ROAD (WESTBOUND OFF-

SLIP ROAD,  LLANFOIST INTERCHANGE, 

MONMOUTHSHIRE) (TEMPORARY 

PROHIBITION OF VEHICLES) ORDER 2023 

 
The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 

which is necessary to undertake works on or near the 

A465 trunk road at Llanfoist Interchange, 

Monmouthshire. 

   

The effect of the Order is to temporarily prohibit all 

vehicles, other than vehicles being used by the 

emergency services or for the works, from proceeding 

along the entire length of the westbound off slip road 

of the A465 trunk road at Llanfoist Interchange in the 

County of Monmouthshire.  

 

The alternative route for westbound vehicles wishing 

to leave the trunk road will be to continue westbound 

to exit at Glanbaiden Roundabout, re-join the A465 

eastbound to Llanfoist Interchange and leave the trunk 

road. 

 

It is expected that the prohibition will operate 

overnight (20:00 hours to 06:00 hours) from 10 July 

2023 until 15 July 2023 or until the temporary traffic 

signs are permanently removed.  

  

Although the Order is only expected to operate during 

the times and dates specified above it will remain 

valid for a maximum period of 18 months as a 

contingency should the work need to be rescheduled 

or consequential or other work is required. Advance 

notice of any changes to times and dates will be 

displayed before any rescheduled work.
