 THE A487 TRUNK ROAD (LAY-BY AT 

LLANFARIAN, CEREDIGION) (ONE WAY 

TRAFFIC) ORDER 2023 

 

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order in exercise 

of their powers under sections 1(1), 2(1) and 2(2) of 

the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, which comes 

into force on 2 November 2023. 

 

The effect of the Order is to introduce a one way 

traffic system to prohibit any vehicles, proceeding in 

any direction other than northbound on the entire 

length of the lay-by of the trunk road which begins at 

the junction with Penffordd Road and ends at the 

junction of the access road to the Housing Estate at 

Llanfarian, Ceredigion. 

 

During a period of 6 weeks from 1 November 2023, a 

copy of this Notice, the made Order and plan, may be 

inspected, free of charge, during normal opening 

hours at Aberystwyth Public Library, Queen's Square, 

Aberystwyth SY23 2EB. Copies may also be obtained 

free of charge from the Welsh Government either by 

writing to Welsh Government, Orders Branch, 

Transport, Cathays Park, Cardiff CF10 3NQ or by 

emailing  Transportordersbranch@gov.wales quoting 

reference number qA1702291. 

 

If any person desires to question the validity of the 

Order, or of any provisions contained therein on the 

grounds: 

 

a. that it is not within the relevant powers of the 

Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984; or 

b. that any of the relevant requirements have not 

been complied with,  

 

that person may, within 6 weeks of 31 October 2023, 

apply to the High Court for the suspension or 

quashing of the Order or of any provision contained 

therein.
