Disgwylir y bydd y cyfyngiadau cyflymder dros
dro a dim goddiweddyd yn weithredol o 19:00 o’r
gloch ar 8 Tonawr hyd 06:00 o’r gloch ar 9 Ionawr
2024 neu hyd nes y caiff yr arwyddion traffig dros dro
eu symud ymaith yn barhaol.

Dim ond yn ystod y dyddiadau a bennir uchod y
disgwylir i’r Gorchymyn fod yn weithredol. Er hynny,
bydd yn parhau’n ddilys am gyfnod o 18 mis ar y
mwyaf rhag ofn y bydd angen ailamserlennu’r gwaith
neu wneud gwaith canlyniadol neu waith arall.

THE A40 TRUNK ROAD (HAVERFORDWEST
EASTERN BYPASS, PEMBROKESHIRE)
(TEMPORARY TRAFFIC PROHIBITIONS &
RESTRICTIONS) ORDER 2023

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under
section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984,
which is necessary to undertake works on or near the
A40 trunk road at Haverfordwest, Pembrokeshire.

The effect of the Order is to temporarily:

i. Prohibit all vehicles from proceeding on the length
of the trunk road described in the Schedule to this
Notice. The alternative route is also described therein.

ii. Impose either a 40 mph or 10 mph speed limit on
the length of the A40 trunk road described in the
Schedule to this Notice. The 10 mph speed limit is
expected to apply during convoy working and no
overtaking will be permitted at these times.

The Order comes into force on 6 December 2023. The
temporary prohibition is expected to operate overnight
(19:00 — 06:00 hours) from 6 — 12 December 2023.
The temporary speed restrictions and no overtaking
are expected to operate from 19:00 hours on 8 January
until 06:00 hours on 9 January 2024 or until the
temporary traffic signs are permanently removed.

Although the Order is only expected to operate during
the dates specified above it will remain valid for a
maximum period of 18 months, as a contingency,
should the work need to be rescheduled or
consequential or other work is required. Notice of any
changes to times and dates will be displayed before
any rescheduled work begins.

versa for northbound vehicles.
