 THE A4076 TRUNK ROAD (HAMILTON 

TERRACE, MILFORD HAVEN, 

PEMBROKESHIRE) (TEMPORARY 

PROHIBITION OF VEHICLES) ORDER 2023 

 

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

section 16A of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 

which is necessary to facilitate the holding of the 

Remembrance Sunday Memorial Service on the 

A4076 trunk road at Milford Haven in the County of 

Pembrokeshire. 

 

The effect of the Order will be to temporarily prohibit 

all vehicles (other than event and emergency service 

vehicles) from proceeding on the length of the A4076 

trunk road known as Hamilton Terrace that extends in 

a general easterly direction from its junction with 

Priory Street to its junction with The Rath.  

 

The alternative route for north-eastbound vehicles will 

proceed northbound on Dartmouth Street and 

eastbound on Robert Street to its junction with Great 

North Road. South-westbound vehicles will proceed 

westbound on Charles Street and southbound on 

Dartmouth Street to its junction with Hamilton 

Terrace. 

 

It is expected that the prohibition, which will be 

signed accordingly, will operate from 10:00 hours 

until 12:00 hours on 12 November 2023.
