The Welsh Ministers propose to make an Order under
section 247 of the Town and Country Planning Act
1990 (“the 1990 Act”) to authorise the stopping up of
the length of highway described in Schedule 1 to this
Notice. The Welsh Ministers are satisfied that the
stopping up is necessary, and it will be authorised only
in order to enable the development to be carried out in
accordance with planning permission granted under
Part 3 of the 1990 Act by the County Council of the
City and County of Cardiff on 27 February 2023 with
reference 21/02687/MJR and described in Schedule 2
to this Notice.

The Stopping Up of Highways (Hemmingway Road,
Schooner Way & Ffordd Garthorne, Cardiff) Order
202- (“the Order”), if made, will cease to have effect if
planning permission in respect of the development
expires or is revoked.

We will, however, only
disclose your personal details where it is necessary to
do so to address the issues raised. Where objections
cannot be resolved and the Order becomes subject to a
Public Inquiry (“PI”), all correspondence is copied to
the Inspector of the Pl and is available in the PI library
when it becomes publicly available.

If you do not wish personal data to be forwarded to third
parties, you should state why when submitting your
correspondence and the Welsh Ministers will copy the
representations to the appropriate third parties with the
