The Welsh Ministers, in exercise of their powers 

under section 247 of the Town and Country Planning 

Act 1990(1), make this Order. 

Title and Commencement  

1. The title of this Order is the Stopping Up of 

Highways (Lower Gwestydd Lane, Newtown, 

Powys) Order 2024 and it comes into force on 19 

January 2024. 

Interpretation  

2. In this Order— 

“the Council” (“y Cyngor”) means Powys County 

Council; 

“the deposited plan” (“y plan a adneuwyd”) means the 

plan entitled “The Stopping Up of Highways (Lower 

Gwestydd Lane, Newtown, Powys) Order 2024” with 

reference qA1764539 which accompanies this Order; 

“the developer” (“y datblygwr”) means the person 

carrying out the development for which the planning 

permission has been granted; and 

“the 1990 Act” (“Deddf 1990”) means the Town and 

Country Planning Act 1990. 

Stopping Up 

3. Subject to articles 4, 5, 6 and 7 of this Order the 

Welsh Ministers authorise the stopping up of the 

length of highway described in Schedule 1 to this 

Order and shown by zebra hatching on the deposited 

plan. The Welsh Ministers are satisfied that the 

stopping up is necessary to enable development to be 

carried out in accordance with planning permission 

granted under Part 3 of the 1990 Act by the Council

New Highway 

4. There will be created, to the reasonable 

satisfaction of the Council, the new length of 

highway described in Schedule 2 to this Order and 

shown by stipple marking on the deposited plan, 

which is to be highway maintainable at the public 

expense for the purposes of the Highways Act 1980(1) 

and the Council is to be the highway authority 

responsible for it. 

 

Improved Highway 

5. There must be improvements made, to the 

reasonable satisfaction of the Council, to the length 

of highway described in Schedule 3 to this Order, 

which is highway maintainable at the public expense 

for the purposes of the Highways Act 1980 and the 

Council is to be the highway authority responsible 

for it. 

 

Provisions Necessary or Expedient before 

Stopping Up  

6. The length of highway described in Schedule 1 

to this Order must not be stopped up until— 

(a) the developer has provided, to the 

reasonable satisfaction of the Council, plans 

showing how the length of highway is to be 

stopped up; 

(b) the developer has provided the new length of 

highway described in Schedule 2 to this 

Order to the reasonable satisfaction of the 

Council; 

(c) the developer has improved the length of 

highway described in Schedule 3 to this 

Order to the reasonable satisfaction of the 

Council; 

(d) the development described in Schedule 4 to 

this Order has commenced and the 

developer has informed the Council in 

writing of the necessity to stop up the length 

of highway to allow the development to 

proceed; and 

(e) the Council has confirmed in writing to the 

developer that paragraphs (a), (b), (c) and 

(d) are satisfied. 

Statutory Undertakers and Providers 

7. Where immediately before the length of highway 

is stopped up, there is under, in, on, over, along or 

across the highway any apparatus of statutory

Length of highway to be stopped up  

 

An irregular shaped length of highway being part of 

the existing junction of the B4568 with Lower 

Gwestydd Lane at Newton, Powys with a maximum 

length of 28 metres, and a maximum width of 4 

metres, as shown by zebra hatching on the deposited 

plan. 

 

 

SCHEDULE 2 

(All measurements are approximate) 

 

Length of new highway to be provided 

 

An irregular shaped length of highway located 65 

metres north of existing junction of the B4568 with 

Lower Gwestydd Lane at Newton, Powys, heading in 

a north westerly then south westerly direction to re-

join to Lower Gwestydd Lane, with a maximum 

length of 90 metres, and a maximum width of 5.5 

metres as shown by stipple marking on the deposited 

plan.

The Development 

 

Conversion of the traditional barns into 4 residential 

dwellings.  The alteration to 2 barns to form private 

courtyard gardens. The conversion of one barn for 

auxiliary uses, including for a biomass boiler. The 

works include the alteration to the layout Lower 

Gwestydd Lane, the provision of 3 passing bays and 

re-siting the agricultural access. Also proposed and 

general landscape works, upgrading of foul drainage 

works and other associated works.
