 THE A4042 TRUNK ROAD (CWMBRAN 

ROUNDABOUT TO PONTYPOOL 

ROUNDABOUT, TORFAEN) (TEMPORARY 

SPEED RESTRICTIONS & NO OVERTAKING) 

ORDER 2025 

 

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, 

which is necessary to undertake works on or near the 

A4042 trunk road between Cwmbran and Pontypool, 

Torfaen. 

 

The effect of the Order is to impose a temporary 40 

mph or 10 mph speed limit on the length of the A4042 

trunk road that extends from its junction with the 

north-western side of Cwmbran Roundabout to its 

junction with the southern side of Pontypool 

Roundabout. The 10 mph speed limit is expected to 

apply during convoy working and no overtaking will 

be permitted at these times.  

 

The Order comes into force on 14 March 2025. The 

temporary restrictions and prohibition, which will be 

indicated by traffic signs, are expected to operate 

intermittently from 00:01 hours on 14 March 2025 for 

a maximum duration of 18 months. Notice of works 

being undertaken during this period will be displayed 

before they start.
