Mynd ar
yr A489 tua’r de hyd at DWwr y Cloc ym Machynlleth,
troi i’r chwith i ymuno &r A487 tua’r de i
Aberystwyth cyn troi i’r chwith i ymuno a’r A44 tua’r
dwyrain.

Y llwybr dargyfeirio ar gyfer cerbydau sy’n teithio
tua’r gorllewin yw mynd ar yr A44 tua’r dwyrain i
Gylchfan Llangurig, yna tua’r gogledd ar yr A470 i
Groesfan Reilffordd Caersws a thua’r gogledd-
ddwyrain ar yr A489 cyn ymuno a Ffordd Osgoi’r
Drenewydd i Gylchfan Robert Owen. Parhau i fynd
tua’r gogledd ar yr A483 i Gylchfan yr Orsaf yn y
Trallwng yna tua’r gogledd ar Smithfield Road / Mill
Lane gan ddilyn y system unffordd i ymuno a’r B4381
Brook Street i Gylchfan Raven. Parhau tua’r gorllewin
ar yr A458 1 Fallwyd, tua’r de ar yr A470 i
Lantwymyn, tua’r de-orllewin ar yr A489 i
Fachynlleth cyn troi i’r chwith i ymuno a’r A489 i
Bow Street. Yn syth ar 6l Gorsaf Reilffordd Bow

THE A44 TRUNK ROAD (WEST OF
LLANGURIG, POWYS) (TEMPORARY
PROHIBITION OF VEHICLES) ORDER 2025

The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under
section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984
which is necessary to undertake works on or near the
A44 Trunk Road west of Llangurig, Powys.

The effect of the Order will be to prohibit all vehicles,
other than those being used by the emergency
services, scheduled bus service operators or in
connection with the works, from proceeding on the
length of the A44 that extends from the layby just
west of Capel Uchaf & Cottage to the layby
approximately 3.43 kilometres to the west of the
Sweet Lamb Rally Complex.Access to properties will
be maintained at all times.

Diversion Routes
Vehicles under 14ft 6

The diversion route for westbound vehicles is via the
eastbound A44 to the Llangurig Roundabout, then
northbound on the A470 to the Caersws Level
Crossing before turning left and continuing on the
A470 to the Cemmaes Road Roundabout. Taking the
southbound A489 to the Clock Tower at Machynlleth,
turning left onto the southbound A487 to Aberystwyth
before turning left onto the eastbound A44. Vice-
versa for eastbound vehicles.

Vehicles 14ft 6” and above (avoiding low bridges)

The diversion route for westbound vehicles is via the
eastbound A44 to the Llangurig Roundabout, then
northbound on the A470 to the Caersws Level
Crossing and northeast on the A489 before joining the
Newtown Bypass to the Robert Owen Roundabout.
Continue north on the A483 to the Station
Roundabout at Welshpool then north on Smithfield
Road / Mill Lane following the one-way system to
join the B4381 Brook Street to the Raven
Roundabout. Continue west on the A458 to Mallwyd,
south on the A470 to Glantwymyn, southwest on the
A489 to Machynlleth before turning left onto the
A489 to Bow Street. Immediately after Bow Street
Railway Station, turn left and head south on the
A4159 to the Gelli Angharad Lovesgrove Roundabout
before turning left onto the eastbound A44. Vice-
versa for eastbound vehicles.

It is expected that the prohibition will come into force
on 28 May 2025 and operate with a phase of
overnight closures (19.00 to 07:00) hours followed by
a phase of daytime closures (09:00 to 17:00) until the
