1. Mae Gweinidogion Cymru yn rhoi’r Cyfarwyddyd a ganlyn i’r awdurdod cynllunio drwy 
arfer y pwerau a roddir gan adran 95(5), (6) a (7) o Ddeddf yr Amgylchedd 
Hanesyddol (Cymru) 2023.

Amgylchedd Hanesyddol (Cymru) 2023).

Amgylchedd Hanesyddol (Cymru) 2023 yn gymwys i geisiadau am gydsyniad adeilad 
rhestredig a ddisgrifir ym mharagraff 3, ond mae hyn yn ddarostyngedig i baragraff 5.

caniatáu’r cais yn unol â chyngor Eryl Williams. 
 

5. Nid yw paragraff 3 yn gymwys i gais am gydsyniad adeilad rhestredig i ddymchwel 
adeilad rhestredig. 
 

6. Mae Cyfarwyddyd blaenorol, dyddiedig 1 Medi 2022, wedi ei dynnu’n ôl o’r dyddiad 
ym mharagraff 2.

ystyr “yr awdurdod cynllunio” (“the planning authority”) yw Gyngor Gwynedd; 
 
ystyr “cydsyniad adeilad rhestredig” (“listed building consent”) yw cydsyniad o dan 
adran 89(1) neu (2) o Ddeddf yr Amgylchedd Hanesyddol (Cymru) 2023.

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Listed Building Consent Direction  
to Gwynedd Council 

(Notification to the Welsh Ministers Before Granting Consent) 
 
1. The Welsh Ministers give the following Direction to the planning authority in exercise 

of the powers conferred by section 95(5), (6) and (7) of the Historic Environment 
(Wales) Act 2023. 
 

2. This Direction comes into force on 4 November 2024 (see section 95(6) of the Historic 
Environment (Wales) Act 2023). 

 
3. The requirement to notify the Welsh Ministers under section 95(1) of the Historic 

Environment (Wales) Act 2023 does not apply to applications for listed building 
consent that are described in paragraph 3, but this is subject to paragraph 5. 

 
4. The applications are – 

 
applications to carry out works affecting the exterior (1) of a building classified as a 
Grade II (unstarred) listed building where the planning authority proposes to grant 
the application in accordance with the advice of Eryl Williams. 

 
5. Paragraph 3 does not apply to an application for listed building consent for the 

demolition of a listed building. 
 

6. The previous Direction, dated 1 September 2022 is withdrawn from the date in 
paragraph 2. 

 
7. In this Direction – 
 

“listed building consent” (“cydsyniad adeilad rhestredig”) means consent under 
section 89(1) or (2) of the Historic Environment (Wales) Act 2023; 
 
“the planning authority” (“yr awdurdod cynllunio”) means Gwynedd Council.

(1) Regulation 11 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas (Procedure and Interest Rate) (Wales) Regulations 2024 (S.I. 

2024/930 (W.155) disapplies the requirement in section 95(1) of the Historic Environment (Wales) Act 2023 to notify the 
Welsh Ministers of applications for listed building consent in respect of works affecting only the interior of a building 
classified as Grade II (unstarred). A copy of that S.I. as made can be found at The Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas
