The Welsh Ministers propose to make an Order in
exercise of their powers under sections 84(1)(a),
84(2), 124(1)(d) and 124(3)(b) of, and paragraph 27
of Schedule 9 to, the Road Traffic Regulation Act
1984.

The effect of the proposed Order is to introduce a 50
mph speed limit on the length of the A40 trunk road
from a point 37m east of the give way line at the A40
exit off Brynich Roundabout towards Powys, to a
point 181m southeast of the centre-point of the
C0107 road to Pennorth junction.

The A40 Trunk Road (Llanhamlach, Powys) (50
mph Speed Limit) Order 2018 (S.I. 2018/491 (W.
83)) will be revoked by the proposed Order.

During a period of 21 days from 17 December 2025
