The effect of the proposed Order will be to derestrict
to the national speed limit on the lengths of the A470
and A44 trunk roads specified in the Schedule to this
Notice.

The Trunk Roads (A44/A470) (Llangurig Bypass,
Powys) (De-restriction) Order 1991 (S.I. 1991/749)
will be revoked by this Order.

During a period of 21 days from 27 February 2026, a
copy of the proposed Order, plan, the Statement of
Reasons for making the Order and the Order being
revoked may be inspected, free of charge, during
normal opening hours at Llanidloes Library,
Llanidloes Town Hall, Great Oak Street, Llanidloes,
Powys SY18 6BN.
